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STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT REPORT 2006
Achievement data about students at the Southern Regional Health School is available in two forms. 

1. All students have an IEP with specific Learning Outcomes in a variety of curriculum areas but particularly Numeracy (Mathematics) and Literacy (English). The achievement of these outcomes is recorded when the IEP is reviewed. This data has been extracted and analysed.

2. A small number of students on the roll are entered by the Southern Regional Health School for NCEA, with NZQA. These results have also been analysed.
Learning Outcomes Achieved 07/02/2006 – 14/12/06
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The data highlights the fact that more than twice the number of LOs are being achieved than not achieved.

A new category “incomplete” was added in 2006 for students who have not achieved an LO when the IEP is reviewed. The student will stay on the roll and the LO will be transferred to the new IEP.

Maori students are achieving at similar levels to the whole population.

In order to improve student achievement, it is useful to analyse the reasons why a student has not achieved an LO.

1. Unrealistic learning outcome 

2. Lack of physical/teaching resources 

3. Decline in medical condition 

4. Behaviour 

5. Family dynamics 

6. Lack of time to complete 

7. Withdrawn from Health School roll 

8. Transferred to another Health School unit 

9. L.O. replaced 

10. Other

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These reasons highlight some of the areas for teachers to focus on in order to improve achievement. While a number of the reasons are factors over which teachers have no control eg. Decline in medical condition, there are others which need further investigation.

1. Unrealistic learning outcome.

This appears to be a skill that teachers need to develop as about 15% of the time this is happening. 

It may be that an outcome is set as a result of information received from the school of enrollment, which given the students health condition, is unrealistic.
4. Behaviour

This is likely to refer to students who are unwilling to complete tasks rather than the “usual” classroom behaviours which disrupt learning. However, these behaviours are possible in the classroom setting (eg. PMH, Odyssey, etc).

Behaviour is a problem when students are learning English and particularly for Maori students.
Motivating reluctant learners and strategies for teaching English may be an area for staff development.
5. Family Dynamics

Apart from Maori students learning Mathematics, this factor has little effect on mastery. However it is important to consider what support can be given to families to help their students achieve.

6. Lack of time to complete

The percentage of students who did not achieve Los for this reason is again high. More investigation into what this means is needed.

· Not Recorded

There are a high percentage of reasons for non-mastery not being recorded, particularly for Maori students. Further investigation is needed.

This analysis highlights the fact that there still may not be a shared understanding by teachers of what the reasons mean and also are these a valid set of reasons for looking at ways to improve student achievement. 
Further development of these will be undertaken in 2007.

NCEA Results 2006

In 2006 16 students were entered for NCEA with SRHS. These students achieved a total of 128 Unit Standards and 54 Achievement Standards (internal and external). This consisted of those standards studied with TCS and those studied with the SRHS.
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This table shows the number of credits achieved by each of the 16 students and the levels at which they were achieved.
